Reports:   CWI 2017 Huntington County- approximately $18,097.32 has been paid out in cost share.  Another $953.30 is allocated of the $22,500 leaving a balance of $3,822.68. CWI 2017 Adams County –all funds are currently allocated of our $15,000 cost share.  LSRW – $10,310.25 has been paid in cost share to date.

Other Business: Spring Tillage Transect -There will be a spring tillage transect that will need to be completed.  More information to come.
