Others present were Lynne Huffman; SWCD District Coordinator.  Minutes from the April 9, 2019 meeting were presented. Jarrod Kunkel made a motion to accept the minutes.  Bill Johnson seconded.  The treasurer’s report ending May 8, 2019 was presented.  Bill Johnson made a motion to accept the report, Jarrod Kunkel seconded, the motion carried.  
Old Business:  Copier Lease – Our current copy machine was given to us by Wells County Government.  It is 10+ years old.  We have had several service calls on it this year and they are having trouble finding parts.  It is time to either lease a new/used machine or to go without. Tillage Transect- The Indiana Conservation Partnership has asked us once again to complete a Spring Tillage Transect.  This will be completed after crops are emerging.
Conservation Application:   Liz not available for report.  She did make available the May 2019 DC Talking Points distributed statewide and gives an update on current programs.
Reports:   CWI 2017 Huntington County- $19,864.63 has been paid out in cost share leaving a balance of $2.635.37. CWI 2017 Adams County –all funds are currently allocated of our $15,000 cost share for Gypsum.  Still have app. $11,000 left for cover crops.  LSRW – $10,310.25 has been paid in cost share to date.
